Pushable knobs will speed your setup and viewing tasks as you use the box.   And if your team includes non-English speaking members, the graphical interface can be set to Japanese, simplified Chinese, traditional Chinese, Korean, German, French, Spanish, Russian, Portuguese, or Italian.
You can configure the scope for fast go/no-go decisions with the mask test feature.  Simply acquire a "golden" waveform and define tolerance limits around it to create a test envelope.  Incoming signals will be compared to the allowable range and instantly flagged as pass or fail.
